by July 1, 2010. An additional requirement under Section 7 (codified RCW 43.19.648) is that by Jung
local governments must satisfy one hundred percent of their fuel usage for operating public owned ve
vehicles, and construction equipment from electricity or biofuel to the extent determined practicable b

Redmond has been awarded four Coulomb Technologies, Inc. electric vehicle charging stations undefr the

ChargePoint America Program. The $37 million Program has been funded in part under a grant from

the

United States Department of Energy as part of the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act. This Rrogran

will deploy approximately 5,000 Level Il charging stations throughout nine regions in the US to begin

puilding

a national infrastructure to facilitate a rapid increase in the use of electric vehicles. Level Il charging $tations

have a charge time of four to six hours at 2280 volts.
