Advisory Committee Chair Roles

Purpose of the Advisory Committee

The committee shall provide an evaluation of medium and long range trends that concern or are of interest to members of the Western District and affect the affairs of the District.  The Committee shall make proposals, suggestions and recommendations to the Western District Board on issues studied under the committee’s own initiative or after consideration of matters referred to the committee by the Western District Board.

Membership

The committee should have no more than five (5) and no less than three (3) members.  Committee members shall be appointed by the Western District President for a staggered term of two (2) years.  Committee members may serve more than one term.  Members of the committee shall typically include members of the  Western District who have previously served on the Western District Board or the International Board of Direction or have otherwise proven long term interest in and service to the District.  The committee shall include the Immediate Past President of the Western District who shall serve as the committee chair and shall act as the committee liaison to the Western District Board.

Committee Chair Term

The Past President begins his/her service as the Advisory Committee Chair at the Western District Mid-Year Board Meeting and ends the following year at the same meeting.

Committee Chair Roles

The Advisory Committee Chair is responsible for:

· Setting the committee membership

· Establishing key topics for their year of service

· Gathering information from the committee regarding key topics

· Conducting surveys of the Western District membership on topics as needed

· Reporting to the Western District Board at the Annual and Mid-Year Board Meetings
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
