ITE WESTERN DISTRICT LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE/CHAIR DUTIES 

1. Prepare periodic column for WesternITE covering state, federal, and local legislative actions and proposals. The column should appear in each issue, recognizing that the first half of the calendar year is most active at the state level in most Western District states, with Federal activity continuing year-round. The sources of information for the column include Section legislative chairs (where available), Section websites, governmental websites, trade association information, and ITE Washington Weekly (see below). Column preparation also includes working with the WesternITE editor on the size of the column and deadline for submittal.

2. Monitor various sources of legislative information on a regular basis, including periodic contacts with Sections, electronic subscription (free) to ITE Washington Weekly, regular checks of other sources listed in #1 above. A list of sources can periodically be included in the WesternITE column for use by members.

3. Attend mid-year and annual Western District Board meetings, including preparation of brief report for agenda package as needed. This report can include Section information should Section Legislative Chairs (where available) provide recaps of their activities during the reporting period.

4. The Committee is intended to provide information to the membership, but due to ITE's tax-exempt (501C3) status, cannot engage in lobbying/advocacy efforts.
