Vendor/Industry Committee Chair

Roles and Responsibilities

Goal

To provide input to the ITE Western District Board regarding vendor needs and activities in the District, Sections and Chapters, specifically aimed at assuring high quality exhibitions at the District’s Annual Meeting and to foster a positive partnership between the engineering and vendor aspects of ITE.

Appointment

The Vendor/Industry Chair will be appointed by the President of the Western District and will serve up to a three year term.  Appointment selection or renewal is required by the Western District President (or their designee) when a three year service term is completed or when the position is vacated.

Tasks

1. Attend the Annual and Mid-year Board meetings and report on vendor/industry needs and initiatives

2. Develop and maintain guidelines for vendor exhibitions at the Western District Annual Meeting to assist Local Arrangement Committees in their meeting preparation.  Record number of vendors exhibiting and attending each Annual Meeting, vendor exhibition fees and successful vendor activities.
3. Coordinate with the Local Arrangement Committee chair assigned to the Vendor activity to assure a high quality exhibition and that vendor/industry needs are adequately addressed.  Establish subcommittee to include, but not limited to, LAC vendor chairs for next two to three year’s Western District Annual Meetings.
4. Act as a liaison to other professional groups including by not limited to IMSA and ATSA to foster joint meetings throughout the District, Sections and Chapters
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
